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ABSTRACT 
 

The use of as a public green open space is considered less effective, as various activities 
or facilities are not in accordance with its function. This causes a decline in the physical 
and biophysical conditions of Tegalega Park's social function. Indicators of Tegalega 
Park as a social function can be seen from the location, vegetation cover, area, 
multifunctional park, and type of vegetation. Meanwhile, indicators of social function 
are the presence of city characteristics and landmarks as a means of recreation, 
children's play, education and research, and sports facilities. This research aims to 
evaluate public green open space activity facilities as a social function in Tegalega Park. 
The research method was carried out using field observations, interviews, and 
literature studies related to regulations and theories. Data analysis was carried out by 
triangulation by comparing several sources of data that had been obtained against 
provisions based on applicable laws and standards. The results of the research show 
that the vegetation cover in Tegalega Park as a green open space is still 48%. There is a 
need to divide the space to group various activities so that they are more organized and 
directed. Lack of supporting facilities such as gazebos, rubbish bins, and signboards; 
historical information on monuments; and information on tree identities. The 
implications of these findings can help in more effective planning and management of 
the development of the social function of Tegalega Park as a public green open space. 
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INTRODUCTION  

 Green open space in urban parks is a public open space that has a major role in meeting 

recreational needs in the city center environment. (Nath, Zhe Han, & Lechner, 2018; Melanira & 

Rudianto, 2023; Sugiyanto & Sitohang, 2017; Dewanto et al., 2016). Urban Park Green Open 

Space needs to have a minimum area of 100,000 m2 (10 hectares), have a major role in providing 

green space by utilizing 70% of green cover in the form of trees, and optimize 30% of non-green 

areas as supporting facilities for social activities, such as open areas, plazas, field sports, 

children's play facilities (CPG), gazebos, park benches, and so on. This is in accordance with the 

2019 Minister of Public Works Regulation, which states that the social function of green open 

space is in the form of social interaction spaces, recreation facilities, and landmark cities, 

increasing the creativity and productivity of citizens, as well as being a forum and object for 

education, research, and training. 

Tegalega Park is a green open space that is located in the center of Bandung City. This 

park is included in an urban-scale park because it has an area of 19.65 hectares and is equipped 

with various facilities and activity spaces (DPKP Bandung City, 2020). The existence of the 

Bandung Lautan Api monument is evidence of the history of the city of Bandung, which is the 

identity and characteristic of the area. Tegalega Park also has a diversity of vegetation due to 

the planting of trees by 126 heads of state participating in the Asian-African Conference on the 

golden anniversary of the Asian-African Conference held in Bandung on April 24, 2005 (UPTD) in 

Tegalega Park, 2012. The use of Tegalega Park as an urban park green open space is assessed as 

less effective because there are a large number of activities and irregular activity spaces in 

Tegalega Park. There are various activities or facilities whose functions are not in accordance 

with the activities within them. This causes a decline in the physical and biophysical conditions 

of the park and inconveniences for users. Creating a social function at Tegalega Park has not 

been realized optimally. Departing from these considerations, this research was conducted to 

see to what extent the social functions that Tegalega Park can play as a space for community 

social activities. 

RESEARCH METHODS  

Time and Location  

 The research was conducted at Tegalega Park Bandung, which is located on Jalan Otto 

Iskandar Dinata, Karanganyar, Regol District, Bandung City, West Java. Tegalega Bandung City 

Park has an area of 190,011 m2, located at coordinates 107°36' 17.6" East Longitude and 06° 56' 

4.7" South Latitude, with an altitude of 690 meters above sea level. Has a flat contour with a 
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contour interval of 0.5 m. Tegalega Park is included in the central area of Bandung City (Dinas 

Perumahan dan Kawasan Permukiman, Pertanahan dan Pertamanan, Bandung, 2020).

Data Collection  

General Data 

Location and Site Boundaries 

Tegalega Park is a park located in Ciateul Sub District, Regol District, Bandung City. Based 

on its geographical location, Tegalega Park is located at 107°36' 17.6" East Longitude and 06° 56' 

4.7" South Latitude. Tegalega Park Bandung has a northern boundary on Jalan Ibu Inggit 

Ganarsih, a southern boundary on Jalan Badan Keamanan Rakyat, an eastern boundary on Jalan 

Moh. Toha, and a western boundary on Jalan Otto Iskandar Dinata.

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The Data Analysis Method 

Data collection in this research was carried out through a process of interviews, 

observation, literature study, and documentation as sources. The data taken refers to four data 

sources (interviews, observations, literature studies, and documentation) to maximize the 

evaluation of the social functions of Tegalega Park. 

 

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION  

Analysis of Tegalega Park Criteria as a Green Open Space Urban Park 

 Based on the Regulation of the Minister of Public Works and Housing (PUPR - Pekerjaan 

Umum dan Perumahan Rakyat), urban parks as green open spaces can be reviewed based on 

location, park area, green cover, type of activity, and type and amount of vegetation.

 Table 1 shows that the criteria for Tegalega Park as a green open space are in accordance 

with its location in the middle of the city and an area of around 19 hectares. The green cover in 

the form of vegetation, including trees, shrubs, and trees, is only 42%, whereas the criteria for 

city parks as green open spaces should be 70%. The many activities that take place in Tegalega 

Park with existing facilities such as monuments, collections of various types of trees, Tirtalega 

swimming pool, multifunctional open area, Taman Lampion (lantern – lampion in Bahasa 

Indonesia), Street Vendors Area (Morning Market), and plant seller area are in accordance with 

the provisions of PUPR 2019. Vegetation There were already dominant tree species planted in 

2005; according to PUPR 2019, vegetation for city parks as green open spaces must be stratified. 

 

Analysis of Social Functions as Tegalega Park 

 The social function variables of the Green Open Space Urban Park based on the 2019 PUPR 

reflect local cultural expressions, a forum for citizen communication, a forum for recreation, a 

place for sports, and a place for education and research (table 2).

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 Table 2 shows that the monuments in Tegalega Park are points of interest in Tegalega 

Park and are one of the areas with a high intensity of visitors. The plaza around the monument 

is usually used for regional events in the city of Bandung or songbird competitions. However, 

there are many street vendors who just trade without permission, making this open area 

unusable and dirty. 

  The sitting area along the gate to the monument is poorly maintained, and much of it is 

damaged. In this area, there are still many street vendors and visitors whose use is not 

appropriate. Children's play areas (CPGs) are not specifically visible in this area; children's 

activities are still mixed with various other activities. 

 Taman Lampion has been a recreation area at Tegalega Park since 2019. There are around 

20 dinosaur lantern replicas that will light up at night. The condition is currently under 

renovation because there is damage caused by visitors and irregular street vendors, making its 

use as a recreation area ineffective or inappropriate. There are two sitting chairs, which are in 

poor condition. There are no signs or information boards in the recreation area for visitors. 

The sports facilities at Tegalega Park are: 1.) The Tirtalega swimming pool is one of the sports 

areas favorite. For visitors, this swimming pool is business-oriented and organized by park 

managers to explore regional income potential. This pool is usually used for playing, school 

competitions, and swimming practice. 2.) A multi-functional sports field where visitors can rent 

this area on an hourly basis. This field is used for playing football, volleyball, or athletic activities. 

3.) Visitors to Tegalega Park typically use the jogging track area around the multipurpose sports 

field area to jog while admiring the scenery. 

 The area to the north of Tegalega Park is mostly a tree planting area planted by the 126 

heads of state participating in the Asian-African Conference on the golden anniversary of the 

Asian-African Conference held in Bandung on April 24, 2005, and is one of the areas conserved 

in Tegalega Park. Each tree in this area has been labeled with the local name, the Latin name of 

the type of tree planted, and the head of state who contributed to the tree planting. In this area, 

the trees planted are of various types, and 25 of them are rare tree species 

 

Analysis of Tegalega Park Social Function Interview Results 

 Researchers conducted interviews with five sources: the first source (N1) was the Head of 

the Tegalega Park Technical Management Unit (in Bahasa Indonesia Unit Pengelola Teknis - UPT) 

yaitu Oding Mulyana, SE ; the second source (N2) was the manager of the Tegalega UPT in the 

area of reforestation and tree maintenance, namely Roslina, S. Si, M.T.; the third resource 

person (N3) is the manager of UPT Tegalega in the field of data and information, namely 
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Herawaty, ST; the fourth resource person (N4) is the manager of UPT Tegalega in the field of 

land use, namely Tuarsono, S. Sos; and the sixth resource person (N6) is an Agriculture Lecturer 

in Biology, namely Ir. Etty Indrawati, M.Sc.  

 Triangulation analysis was carried out to see the similarity of perceptions from the 

analysis of observation results, interview results, and literature study results, so that it can be 

seen that Tegalega Park is a green open space that is used for a social function (table 3).

In table 3, above, Tegalega Park as a social function is in accordance with the criteria set by PUPR 

2019. It only needs to be divided into spaces for various activities so that it looks neater and 

more orderly.   
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CONCLUSION  

Based on the results of the analysis from this research, it can be concluded that there is 

still a need to develop the social function of Tegalega Park as a public green open space. Based 

on the urban park criteria, the green cover in Tegalega Park does not comply with applicable 

regulations; the ratio of green cover to non-green cover in Tegalega Park is far from the 

minimum percentage that has been determined in PUPR 2019. Tegalega Park already has its 

own uniqueness with the Bandung Lautan Api Monument. The Bandung Lautan Api is an icon of 

the area, with various types of vegetation in it and various activity spaces. There are several 

activity areas related to social interaction that can be carried out by people whose use is 

appropriate, namely exercise areas. However, the use of other activity areas such as gathering 

areas, recreation areas, and play areas is not realized properly. There is an activity platform 

available in Tegalega Park for social interaction with the community, but it is not developed or 

used properly. Inappropriate activities or uses cause the types of activities that should be carried 

out in the area to be disoriented, making the social function of Tegalega Park as a forum for 

community interaction inappropriate. Supporting facilities such as signage, rubbish bins, and 

seating are still very few and poorly maintained. 
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
